(Literacy focused) and Har Kadam Beti Ke Sang (Girls' education focused). 

Awards and recognition

Children’s Literature Awards
In the spirit of making room for a linguistically diverse children’s literature ecosystem 
and recognizing literary excellence in the �eld, the �rst Room to Read Children’s 
Literature Awards (CLA) was initiated in 2023, with the support of the United States 
Agency for International Development (USAID). The Children's Literature Awards is a 
global initiative of Room to Read that has �agged o� from India. In 2023, the Awards 
recognized the creative brilliance of Authors, Illustrators, and Book Publishers across 
16 categories in the Hindi language. The Awards will recognize more Indian languages 
in the subsequent years, making room for diversity in children’s literature.

The India Gets Reading Campaign is rolled out from August 
15 to September 8. This 25 day campaign unites communities, 
teachers, students, and stakeholders to enhance awareness 
around foundational literacy skills and spread the joy of 
reading. The 2023 theme, “Teachers as Changemakers,” 
highlighted the crucial role of educators in shaping young 
minds despite various challenges. 

• Our publication 'Meri Ankhein' (2021) was awarded Excellence in Book 
Production by the Federation of Indian Publishers in 2022. 

• Our publication “Gubbare” (2022) is recognized by The Federation of Indian 
Publishers as Second Prize Winner for Excellence in Book Productions in the 
children's book category (General interest for 1-10 years in Hindi).

• Room to Read India has been consecutively certi�ed Great Place to Work for 11 
times in nine years from 2015 till 2023.

• Room to Read was presented the Children's Champion Award in Education 
category by the Delhi Commission for Protection of Child Rights (DCPCR).

The Har Kadam Beti Ke Sang Campaign in 2023, focused 
on the theme “Me and My Digital World.” This campaign 
emphasized the transformative power of technology for 
adolescent girls, highlighting their digital rights and 
encouraging their informed, active, and personalized 
engagement with the digital world.

Room to Read works on a sca�olded "I-Do, We-Do, You-Do" approach to e�ectively 
implement and scale our programs. Under the "I Do" phase, we demonstrate our 
programs in selected government schools, then work in close collaboration with the 
government to scale up the model in selected districts partnership Schools – “We Do”, 
and �nally plan for state-wide engagement with increased government ownership 
“You Do” for sustainability.
